The District may grant academic credit for skills, and knowledge gained from various non-traditional educational activities.  Credit is granted based on the following evaluation methods:

1. Credit by examination

2. Non-college credit CTE Transitions (formerly Tech Prep)

3. Military school and service credit

4. Standardized tests

5. American Council on Education (ACE)/National College Credit Recommendation Services (National CCRS, formerly PONSI)

Credit awarded through non-traditional education may not be used for grade alleviation.
