(SDG2CC) supports the community by building
pathways for disconnected youth ages 18-24*
to earn a high school diploma (HSD) or high
school equivalency (HSE); connections to
employment and internship opportunities; an
apprenticeship readiness program, and
transition to college.

Students who have previously withdrawn from
high school due to life circumstances are
encouraged to apply and complete an HSD or
HSE in a college-based program while
simultaneously earning college-level skills that
lead to post-secondary certificates.
