Minimum Requirements to Apply
Complete prerequisites with a minimum grade of or better and a combined grade point average (GPA) of
2.5 or higher is required to apply.*** Applications with less that a 2.5 or higher GPA in the combined 3
sciences are disqualified and not reviewed.

Biology 205, Microbiology, 5 semester units or equivalent.*

Biology 230, Human Anatomy, 4 semester units or equivalent.**

Biology 235, Human Physiology, 4 semester units or equivalent.*

Students are required to achieve a passing score of 62% overall or higher on the TEAS test to be eligible to
apply. 

Acceptance into the program is determined through the use of the California Community College
Chancellor's Office multi-criteria point system.  The multi-criteria point system includes, but is not
limited to, pre-requisite course GPA in three science classes, a FIXED SET GPA, TEAS score, degrees,
CNA, health care work experience, life experiences and second language proficiency. Please see
general information packet.
